1. Confirm vote on membership transfer from Dr. Hodges to Dr. Albert at the University of Toronto

The members of the Executive Committee approved the membership transfer to Dr. Albert.
2.  Process for notifying new/ transfer members, including follow up correspondence for welcome information,  dues etc
The process has been somewhat informal up to now with both communications and membership committees involved. 
Action: The Chair of the Communications committee will notify first the new members and then the President of SDRME will follow up with a more formal letter. KH (SDRME President) will conduct outreach to schools that do not have a representative at the SDRME and to the members who haven’t been attending the meetings for some time to let them know about the organization and its activities as well as the events that will take place at the AAMC.  KH will do a quick update of the brochure that was developed by the communications group last year.
3. Brief update on SDRME lunch at AMEE

This year a luncheon was organized during the AMEE meeting. Some of the SDRME members who were attending the AMEE participated as well as 3 international members. The SDRME Executive Committee is interested in organizing a more formal session such as a symposium for the meeting in 2012.

Action: KH will find out from Larry Gruppen if organized SDRME sessions were presented at the AMEE meetings in the past. EM will then get in touch with AMEE to find out what are our options.

5. Meeting Planning Updates

a. The meeting at the AAMC will have the usual format (business meeting followed by a reception). Both events will take place at the Convention Center and not at the hotel.  Final count will be sent in October.
b. The summer meeting will take place in Annapolis in June 17-19. NB is in the process of reviewing the hotel contract and is working on some of the logistics for the meeting (#of rooms etc). 
Action: The contract will also be reviewed by HS and KH to make sure there aren’t any problems. Announcement of the meeting should go out as early as possible. A conference call will be scheduled in late September to discuss/ plan the summer meeting.
6. Update on dues and payment issues
The Treasurer and Membership Committee Chair will have access to the system. 
Action: The system will be tested by the Treasurer before the invoices go out to the members. Dues will stay the same this year ($325- paid by credit card and $330- paid by check). The current tax exempt status letter will be used for the fall meeting. If the letter is not accepted in Colorado we won’t try to get a new one for the fall meeting. However, we will complete the paper work to get the tax exempt status for the summer meeting since the cost associated with it is high.
7. Development of an SDRME career achievement award
Action: A group of SDRME members have expressed an interest to work on it. Kristi Ferguson has volunteered to serve as chair.
