1. Treasurer’s report:  
Update on the budget was provided by Annie Daniel. The SDRME Checking account ending balance in June of 2011 was $25,192.03. Until today, we don’t have any dues deposited for the new fiscal year in our account.  As of 10/30/11 the ending balance on the checking account was $22,767.44 (after meeting expenses have been paid) and the ending balanced on the saving account was $18,621.81.
2. Membership:
The 2 categories of membership (inactive and moved) were discussed. The moved category is a broader one that includes members who have transitioned to other positions outside of medical education and/ or changed institutions. The inactive category includes individuals who are deceased. There was a discussion whether we should change the name of the “moved” category to make it clearer. The decision was to leave the categories as are.  
· A couple of active members have recently moved to other institutions and need to complete the form of “changing institutions.”  
· Motion: Baylor will be notified that their institution will be removed from the institutional list due to unpaid dues after repeated notification.
Katie  Huggett will follow up on both items
Nicole Borges distributed a draft of the new SDRME brochure that provides information about the organization and its activities. The brochure will be sent to the medical schools that don’t have an active SDRME member to recruit new members.
3. Outreach to Organizations
Katie Huggett has sent a letter to the NBME. Brownie Anderson will become the Ex-officio member from NBME. A similar letter will be sent to the President of AAMC to identify the ex-officio member of that organization. Katie Huggett will follow up on this. 
In addition to the NBME and AAMC, other organizations maybe interested to have an ex-officio member at the SDRME. Katie Huggett will send out a proposal to the SDRME members to select names of organizations that might be interested in having an ex-officio member at the SDRME.  The role and responsibilities of the Ex-officio member was discussed by the Exec. Comm. The Exec. Comm. decided to indentify an individual SDRME member who could perhaps set a task force to come up with a description of the role and responsibilities of the ex-officio members.
4. Invited reviews
The 2 recipients of the grants have been selected. Until now, the individuals receive the grant funds without completing a W-9 form.  Annie Daniel will check thru the Business Office at her institution whether W-9 forms need to be completed by the awardees.
5. Website posting options
The SC discussed the possibility to create a new web page named resources/ guidelines that will serve as depository of information.  The Exec. Comm. was concerned about additional administrative needs to keep this page up to date and decided not to create a new web page at the moment.
6. Summer 2012 meeting update
Progress has been made regarding the 2012 summer meeting.   A draft of the program was presented based on the Exec. Committee’s discussion in September. The opening format will be kept the same. Keynote speaker is still pending.  Some of the SDRME members have been identified as speakers.  Nicole is working on finalizing the program and will keep us posted. 
7. Nominations
The slate approach works. One position is open at the Executive Committee. Nominations (one name) should be sent to the Exec. Committee by the Nominations Committee.
8. Winter Ex. Comm meeting
A face-to-face meeting might not be necessary. The structure of the program for the 2012 summer meeting is developed and no big changes are anticipated.
9. New Business
Kristi Ferguson’s husband passed away. A donation of $250.00 will be sent to her as a memorial contribution.
